Dear colleagues,

The steering board of the Austrian Psychological Society (OGP) is looking forward to the joint
congress of DGPs and OGP with great joy and anticipation. Originally scheduled for September
2020, the congress had to be postponed due to the COVID-19 pandemic, so it is particularly
gratifying to see that it is now going to happen in full size. Still, the world in which this congress
is now taking place is not quite the same as it was before 2020. In addition to the long-term
effects of the pandemic, we are faced with two brutal wars, the escalating effects of global
warming and climate change, growing polarization and radicalization on a worldwide scale
and, perhaps partly as a consequence of these crises, growing rates of mental-health disorders
especially among young people. These problems have a lot to do with psychology - they are
all human-made, and they need to be conquered on all levels, from the global and political
to the individual. The way we deal with these challenges now will have great impact on future
generations.

As psychologists, many of us (at least those who are now middle-aged and older) were
academically socialized in a mindset that tended to look down on applied research. The most
"beautiful"and "elegant" psychological research was donein laboratories, underwell-controlled
conditions. Recently, however, | am noticing a change in that mindset. More and more of my
colleagues in many countries talk about wanting "to do something" - to apply our great trove
of knowledge about human emotion, cognition, and behavior for the sake of humanity, nature,
and our planet at large. Understanding what is happening at this time, why it is happening, and
what can be done about it may be the most important challenge psychology has faced in along
time. The motto of this year's conference, "Humans Environment Media," is set to capture this
spirit. I very much hope that many of us will leave the conference with new ideas for what to do
and with a feeling of optimism and agency. | wish you all an exciting and inspiring conference
experience in beautiful Vienna!

Dear colleagues,

On behalf of the Faculty of Psychology, we welcome you to the joint DGPs/OGP Congress 2024
at the University of Vienna. This congress had already been planned and prepared to take place
in 2020, but unfortunately had to be cancelled due to the pandemic. We are therefore even
more pleased to welcome you now, in September 2024, to the University of Vienna, the largest
university in the German-speaking countries with almost 85,000 students and 10,000 employees
in 19 faculties and centers. This year marks the 20th anniversary of your host, the Faculty of
Psychology, as an independent Faculty. As a research-oriented institution we cover most major
fields of psychological science, and we have doubled the number of professorships in the last
eight years (to 20 now) in order to be able to supervise our 3.500 psychology students in the
Psychology MA and BA program.

The congress focuses on the important relationships between humans and their environment,
including theirsocial environmentand the media. It thus addresses some of the strategic priority
topics of the University of Vienna as a whole (Culture, Education, Democracy - Digital and Data-
Driven Transformations of Science and Society - Climate, Environment, Sustainability), but also
the new overarching key research areas of the Faculty of Psychology: The Investigation of the
role of psychological processes in reacting and adapting to societal and technological changes
and challenges on the one hand, and the role the psychological sciences can play in actively
shaping and supporting these processes on the other.

After 1964 (organized by Hubert Rohracher) and 1984 (organized by Brigitte Rollett), the DGPS
congress will take place in Vienna for the third time in 2024 (if we do not count the congress of
the "Society for Experimental Psychology" in 1929, organized by Karl Bihler), after a break of 40
years. This time it is organized by Ulrich Ansorge, whom we would like to thank very much for
his great and outstanding commitment!

This congress is a joint congress with the OGP and this combination is an important sign of
the alliance between the two national societies, which we have pursued very consciously and
successfully in recent years. We thank Christian Korunka for organizing the event on behalf of
the OGP together with Claus Lamm.

From September16to 19,2024, we will have the opportunity to discuss current research findings,
gain new insights and network. The topic of the congress is highly relevant both scientifically
and socially. Let us all make it visible how much and what psychology has to contribute in these
respects. We wish us all inspiring talks, interesting presentations and exciting discussions. May
this congress help to enrich our work and provide new inputs for the future. We are looking
forward to meet you and we hope you will enjoy your stay in Vienna!

Dear colleagues!

Today's society is characterized by massive upheavals such as climate change, war, Al and
social media. Their effects go far beyond the present and will continue to affect generations to
come. The German Society for Psychology, together with the Austrian Society for Psychology,
has focused on these topics for this year's congress. This is also a sign that these problems can
only be overcome together and that we as psychologists are taking our responsibility seriously.

Countless studies on mental health clearly show us that particularly children and young people
have suffered during the coronavirus pandemic, not least due to the massive increase in social
media consumption. In his recent book "The Anxious Generation", Jonathan Haidt clearly
warned how we are in danger of losing the next generation to the virtual world and how their
mental health is being massively destabilized.

Last but not least, this concern has prompted the Austrian Federal Government to take the
historic step of providing 50 million euros for the psychological support and treatment of
more than 30,000 children. The successful project of the Professional Association of Austrian
Psychologists "Gesund aus der Krise", in close cooperation with the Austrian Federal Association
for Psychotherapy (OBVP) and the Austrian Professional Association of Music Therapists (OBM),
enables children and adolescents to receive unbureaucratic and free clinical-psychological,
psychotherapeutic and music-therapeutic support within 10 weeks.

Factis: as aresult of the various stresses and strains, the realization of "No health without mental
health" is being implemented on many levels.

Discussing forward-looking concepts together and exchanging ideas at a professional level is
the first step on the road to better mental health for future generations. However, the insights
gained here also call for joint action.

We are delighted to welcome you to Vienna and wish you all an exciting congress and an
invigorating exchange with colleagues.

Congress Slogan

This year’s DGPs Congress/OeGP Conference focuses on two core topics, the environment and
the media, and their relationships to us, the humans. Both the environment and the media
are highly important psychological topics because of their many consequences for human
relationships, health, communication, autonomy, or work, to give a few examples. At the same
time, as humans, we have a strong influence on the environment and the media. Therefore, it
is at our hands to maintain and create a sustainable relationship with the environment and to
ensure that the media support and nourish rather than undermine human health, autonomy,
and solidarity. Many contributions to the congress/conference touch on these core topics. For
your guidance, in the Room Schedules, we have highlighted the corresponding contents by
green (environmental psychology) and blue (media psychology).

However, please note that in line with the very general effects mentioned above, you will also
find much content related to the two core topics in other thematical sessions that are not
necessarily all highlighted (e.g., on health, on digital and hybrid work, or on relationships and
loneliness). Having said this, please also remember that psychology has many other interesting
and important ongoing and novel topics to cover, and the corresponding contents that is
presented at the congress/conference also deserves your attention.

Accessibility

Our event rooms, lecture halls, and seminar rooms are wheelchair-accessible. In addition, the
buildings are equipped with tactile paving, tactile lettering in the lifts, and acoustic loudspeaker
announcements on all floors. Accessible toilets as well as spaces for wheelchairs are available
to persons with reduced mobility. Note though that the University of Vienna is an old building.
Thus, allow sufficient time to arrive for the less direct access to some of the rooms. For more
detailed information, please refer to the area and floormaps (see pp. 41-45) and the general
information sheet (only in German, https://www.barriere-check.at/embed/bmlrxaxnagphu26.

At the exhibition, various enterprises,
such as publishers, manufacturers/sellers of measurement equipment and scientific services,
inform about their newest products and solutions. During the coffee breaks, free hot drinks and
snacks are provided for attendees of the congress/conference at the exhibition/in the ballrooms
("Grolder Festsaal"). In addition, the "Grofe Festsaal" is worth a visit for its renowned ceiling
paintings by Gustav Klimt alone. Itis likely that you meet colleagues to chat, connect, and catch

up with in the exhitibion area.

Transportation

The best way to discover Vienna is by public transport. The transport system comprises a dense
network of trams, buses, underground trains, and trains. Within the city, the tickets can be used
for all public transport facilities (buses, tramways, and subways). A single ride is € 2.60. There
are also ticket options for 24 hours (€ 8.00), 48 hours (€ 14.10), 72 hours (€ 17.10), and for seven
days (for the same price as a 72-hrs ticket of € 17.10, though note that this is a different ticket
than the 72-hrs ticket).

Registration

When you come to the congress, please register first, pick up your name tag, and, in case you
have not done so yet, settle your bill. (If you carry luggage, however, please first go to the Cloak
Room/Help Desk in the Basement/half-floor down, see below for details.) From Sunday to
Tuesday noon (1 PM), registration will be in the Aula, directly in front of you when you enter
through the main entrance of the University of Vienna’s main building from Universitatsring 1.

From Tuesday afternoon (1:30 PM), you can register at the Help Desk, located in the basement/
half-floor down. Registration is open from Sunday, September 15th, from 9:00 AM to 6 PM, on
Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday, September 16th, 17th, and 19th, from 8:00 AM to 6 PM, and
on Wednesday until 6:30 PM. If your workshop starts at 9:00 AM on Sunday morning, you can
also register from 8:00 AM on Sunday morning. (However, on Sunday, general registration for all
starts at 9 AM.)

To speed up registration, have your smartphone with your proof of registration (sent to you
by us before the congress) ready for inspection when you approach the registration stands.
Please do not print out your registration, and, thus, consider the environment. Present your
registration on a digital device. In case, you cannot produce the registration that we have sent
to you, show an ID card as proof of your identity. Without both, proof of your registration and
your ID, we cannot hand out your name tag to you. If you have questions, please do not ask at
the registration itself, but please turn to the help desk instead, so as to keep waiting times at the
registration short. On Sunday, the help desk will be located directly next to the registration in
the Aula. From Monday onward, the Help Desk is in the basement/half-floor down.

If you want to start attending the sessions early on Monday, consider registering on Sunday.
Registration is open during all days of the congress/conference, even on Sunday.

If you are late for the registration or queues/waiting times at registration are foreseeably too
long for you to be there for the presentations in time, skip the registration, go to your room, and
register as soon as possible after the presentations.

Luggage

If you come with your luggage, do not enter the building via the main entrance (located above
street level, access via ramps). Instead, first proceed to the Cloak Room/Help Desk in the
basement/half-floor down, by also entering from the front/Unitversitatsring, but through the
entrance to the right of the main entrance, at street level(!), in the direction of Hof (Quad) Il.
Once you have crossed Hof (Quad) Il make a left-hand turn, follow down the corridor, through/
around a small bend, past the HS BIG, where you finally find the Cloak Room/Help Desk around
the corner on the right. You can leave luggage and coats at the Cloak Room/Help Desk between
7:30 AM and 6 PM. However, do not expect to get to your luggage and coats back in the evening
after the Cloak Room/Help Desk closes.

Name Tags

During the congress/conference, wear your name tags at all times. It is proof of your registration
and a requirement for the access to the presentation rooms. The name tags also carry QR codes
that allow access to the social/scientific side events if you have booked them (Conference
Reception/Scientific Networking at the townhall; Conference Party/Meet a Psychologist at the
Volksgarten Clubdisco). The name tag also includes information on your DGPs membership
- important for the access to the DGPs member assembly - and, for regular DGPs members
(ordentliche DGPs-Mitglieder) only, your voting cards for the assembly are folded inside your
name tag. Do not remove them. You will need them at the member assembly to cast your vote.
Please note that in case that you lose your name tag, we have to issue a novel name tag and a
reprinting fee of 30,- Euro applies.

Child Daycare

Child Careis in the Marietta-Blau-Saal, Monday, September 16th, to Thursday, September 19th,
2024, daily from 7:30 AM to 4 PM. Prior registration is required and no longer possible.

Meeting and pick-up pointis always the Marietta Blau Saal in the main building of the University
of Vienna, Universitatsring 1, 1010 Vienna. It is located in the Arkadenhof/Arcade Courtyard -
Stiege/Stairs 10, see p. 43. We kindly ask you to bring your child until 8:30 AM or until 1:30 PM
the latest. Forexcursions to the playground, please pack a small backpack with a drinking bottle
and provide clothing and sunscreen suited for the current weather. You should also provide
clogs or anti-slip socks and, possibly, a second set of clothes or a cuddly toy. We recommend to
mark all things belonging to your child, including the pram, with a name (tag). Many thanks in
advance. We plan to cater lunch to the children in daycare.

We strive to transfer most of the scientific content of the congress digitally. However,
demonstrations, interactive fora, member meetings with the exception of the OeGP member
meeting, panel discussions, posters, pre-conference workshops, and the social side events
are not broadcasted digitally. We also cannot guarantee that all contributions to symposia
and all research talks can be transferred digitally. This requires that presenters take to the
machinejointly used in the room. However, if presenters insist on using their own laptop for the
presentation, their digital contribution will simply be skipped to save the time that is otherwise
necessary to switch between transfer from different computers.

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Code of Conduct

The organizing team of the Congress of the German Psychological Society (DGPs Congress)
and Conference of the Austrian Psychological Society (OeGP-Conference) is committed to
respecting and promoting diversity, equality, inclusion, and freedom of expression. We strive to
create a productive, safe, and harassment-free environment for all participants. By participating
in the congress (whether as a speaker, guest, or member of the organizing team), you agree to
the following Code of Conduct.

All forms of disrespectful behavior, including specifically all forms of discrimination, are not
welcome. To determine whether disrespectful behavior is present in a specific situation, it can
be helpful to consider the concept of structural discrimination, as disrespectful actions often
manifest as forms of structural discrimination (cf. www.humanrightswatch.ch).

Structural discrimination manifests at individual, cultural, and institutional levels and pertains,
among other things, to the diversity categories listed below.

Specifically, the following behaviors (physical or virtual) are considered undesirable:

« Harassment or intimidation based on (attributed) diversity categories such as age;
biological, psychological, or social gender; geographical, cultural, or ethno-linguistic
characteristics; political views; physical appearance; mental or physical disabilities; religion
or secularity; sexual orientation; socio-economic status; or the intersection of several of
these characteristics.

Check your responsibilities at the congress/conference. Colleagues or the organizers may
have assigned you as a chair or discussant, but their e-mail notification or mentioning of
thetaskin passing may have escaped your attention. Use the present program, to search for
your name and to increase awareness and ensure fulfillment of your tasks at the congress/
conference.

If you need assistance or instructions, ask the organizing team assistants present in the
room. Look out for a person with a pinkish or a white t-shirt with the congress logo on it.

Adhere to your presentation time. Begin and end on time to respect the audience and the
next presenter.

Present in the language of your title and abstract. Participants expect presentations
in English if the abstract is in English. Note that many German-speaking participants
understand English, but fewer English-speaking participants understand German.

Please consider the environment and save energy: If a longer break follows or at the end
of the day, please shut down the computer, the projector, and turn off the light. You may
do thisin yourrole as a speaker, as a chair, or simply as the obviously last person leaving a
room before the break.

Please note that we do not serve water in the session rooms. As a presenter, chair, or
discussant, bring our own water with you (if you need it).

Use Office365 for your PowerPoint presentations.

In addition, bring a PDF of your presentation with you (as a backup in case that fonts do
not work).

Arrive in the room 15 minutes before the session starts (e.g., be there by 13:45 if the session
starts at 14:00, even if your own talk in this symposium starts somewhat later, e.g., at 14:45).

Upload your presentation to the room's computer. Team assistants are available to help.

Optionally, send your presentation to dgps2024@univie.ac.at in advance - please
use “presentation” in the subject line, including your name, date, time, and room (e.g.,
“presentation N. Fullkrug, 09/19/2024, 9:30-11:00, AudiMax”). Even if you send your
presentation in advance, best to also bring a copy of your talk to the presentation.

Follow the timing: 12 minutes for the presentation and 3 minutes for discussion. (In case
of contributions to member-organized symposia, this is only recommended, see below. In
member-organized symposia, the chairs/organizers may ask (single or several) contributors
to present for longer or shorter than the recommended duration.)
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« Your talk will not necessarily be announced by the chair. Thus, be prepared to introduce
yourself and your title/topic.

«  Stick to the language of your abstract; attendees select presentations based on this.
« Monitor your presentation time, but chairs will signal you at 5, 2, and 1 minute remaining.

« Repeat audience questions briefly for the online audience if there's no handheld
microphone.

« Fordigital presenters: Ask for the co-host assignment if the technician/helper in the room
should forget about it or if you are unknown as a digital presenter to them (e.g. because
you contribute to a hybrid symposium and it is not specified in your abstract who of you
contributes digitally and who of you is there in person).

« As a digital presenter, use session’s Q&A in the Congress App to contact the helpers in
advance of the session if you experience difficulties entering your zoom session. Ideally, you
also send a telephone number (e.g. to dgps2024@univie.ac.at) in advance of the congress,
right now when you read this, so we can try to call you when we experience difficulties
spotting you in the zoom session to which you contribute.

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Chairs

Importantly, search for your name in the program and check if you have any chairing or
discussant responsibilities. It is easy to miss these chairing or discussant responsibilities,
for instance, because a mail informing you about the responsibility was filtered out as
spam or was sent to you a long time ago, without exact time and date (during planning of a
submission by a colleague or some such). Please ensure your awareness of and fulfillment
of your chairing and discussant assignments.

Arrive 15 minutes before the session starts (e.g., if the session starts at 14:00, be there by
13:45).

Remind speakers to adhere to the language of their abstracts.
Be prepared for digital contributions in hybrid sessions.
Allocate 15 minutes per Research Talk (12 minutes presentation, 3 minutes discussion).

Maintain the 15-minute presentation schedule, even if fewer talks are scheduled. This
allows participants to switch rooms between talks. We recommend to stick to the 15-min
presentation time grid for single contributions in member-organized symposia, too.

Signal presenters at 5, 2, and 1 minute remaining by holding up 5, 2, or 1 fingers, ~5 min
prior to end of presentation proper (= 7 min following presentation start), ~2 min prior to
end (= 10 min after start), and ~1 min (= 11 min after start). Announce this to the speakers.

You do not have to announce the next talk’s title and/or speaker. Speakers can introduce
their title and topic themselves.

Ensure presentations and discussions end on time.

If a talk ends early, wait for the next scheduled start time.

Do not rearrange the presentation order; adhere to the program schedule.
Pick up questions from the audience.

During your own presentation ask a colleague to keep time.

If there are no questions from the audience, it is not your task to produce questions.

Symposia
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We recommend that you follow the 15-minute format for each contribution to allow room
changes between talks. Consult your symposium organizers/chairs if in doubt.

As an organizer/chair of a symposium, please also chair any Research Talk that does not
belong to your symposium but that has been allotted to the same session. However, as
an organizer/chair of a symposium, you are free to formally declare the end/the start of
your symposium before/or after a Research Talk that does not belong to your symposium
because this Research Talk has not been part of your submission.
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« Inany case, as an organizer/chair of a symposium, please allow 15 minutes per Research
Talk(!) that does not belong to your symposium but that may have been allocated to
the same session as your symposium. For instance, your symposium may consist of five
presentations and has been allotted to a 90-minute session. If a Research Talk is allotted to
the same session (e.g., to start following the symposium), as a symposium organizer/chair
you may use the first 75 minutes of the whole session time at your discretion, but the final
15 minutes must be reserved for the Research Talk allotted to the same session.

« Each demonstration has its own room; use the available time as needed.

New Austrian Professors

« Ifyou have been invited to present your research as a newly appointed Austrian professor,
please prepare a presentation of approximately 25 minutes length. This will allow for a brief
introduction of your person prior to your presentation and one or two questions after your
presentation.
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Member Assembly of the DGPs (Mitgliederversammlung der DGPs)

On Wednesday, September 18, 2024, from 4:00 pm to 6:30 pm, the members of the Deutsche
Gesellschaft flir Psychologie (DGPs) will convene in the Audimax. Please be there well in advance
of the event (up to 30 minutes), so as to prevent delays during access to the event.

Access to the assembly is restricted to the members of the DGPs (studentische Mitglieder,
assoziierte Mitglieder, ordentliche Mitglieder, institutionelle Mitglieder). Please bring your name
tag to the event. Itincludes proof of your DGPs membership. In case you do not have your name
tag with you, you have to show other proof of your identity. Without proof of your identity (to
check your membership in the DGPs), you will not be allowed to enter the member assembly.

For your votes during the member assembly, use the green (‘yes’), red (‘no’), and yellow
(‘abstention’) cards that you find folded inside your name tag. You are not allowed to transfer
your vote. Thus, the transfer of your personal voting cards to others is illegal.

An exception to this rule are the votes of the institutional members (i.e. Mitglieder des
Fakultatentags). In those cases in which both, the delegate and her/his stand-in, have both
registered for the congress and will be in Vienna, we have inserted the voting cards of the
institutional vote in the name tag of the delegate proper. However, if only the stand-in will
participate in the DGPs-member assembly and the delegate her-/himself will not, as a delegate,
please feel free to pass the voting cards of your institutional membership to your stand-in.

The DGPs-Vorstandssitzungen are not open to the public.

The DGPs-Vorstandssitzungen will be held at the Fakultatssitzungszimmer of the Faculty of
Psychology, Liebiggasse 5, 1010 Wien.

The building is located behind the University of Vienna's main building. You can exit the main
building through one of its back doors and cross the construction zone on Reichratsstrasse.

Contribution Types
Posters

Posters covering empirical, conceptual, theoretical, or methodological research will be
presented in parallel to the talk sessions in the Tiefparterre/Basement. Each poster will be
displayed in one of several topical poster sessions, as scheduled in the program.

Symposium

In a symposium, thematically related research conducted by different first authors on a specific
question is presented. They typically cover four to six contributions in a joint symposium, but
can sometimes cover only three talks or extend across two subsequent sessions (coupled
symposia), typically indicated by successive numbers (e.g. “Part I”, “Part 11”). They also often
include at least one discussion paper. Their total duration varies, depending on the number of
talks. Importantly, responsible chairs or organizers of symposia may take the liberty to decree
different presentation times other than the recommended 15-min/presentation. This may
happen if only a single symposium without following or preceding Research Talks is allocated to
a 90-min session and covers only five subsequent presentations. In these cases, the organizers
of symposia may decide to devote 18 min/talk to make most of their available time. For you,
the regular attendee who only wants to attend one particular presentation in a symposium, it
means it is difficult to anticipate the exact starting times of each particular contribution to such
asymposium. In any case, if a session includes an additional Research Talk, the organizers have
to adhere to the allotted times and the Research Talk begins on time.

Digital contributions

Inaddition toin-person contributions, we offerthe possibility to conduct a digital Research Talk,
as well as hybrid symposia. Digital contributions known to the organizers carry the specifier
(“Digital”) after the presentation title. Hybrid symposia consist of contributions by authors
physically present at the congress, but contain at least one digital presentation that may or may
not be known to the organizers. To note, contributions that have not been announced as digital
and that are not presented within hybrid symposia cannot be presented digitally only.
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Fachgruppen- (FG-) Symposia

The DGPs is organized by sections (Fachgruppen). Accordingly, Fachgruppen- (FG-) symposia
are symposia organized by a section of the DGPs. Typically, FG symposia cover similar topics as
addressed in one of the keynotes. However, other than that, they are organized and work in a
manner similar to other symposia.

Interactive Forum

The aim of this format is to benefit from the presence of a large number of experts at the
DGPs Congress in order to launch thematic networks as well as initiate site-independent work
or research groups. An interactive forum presents an opportunity to work on more complex
topics with the active involvement of all participants in an ad-hoc group (e.g. in the form of a
barcamp or a world café). Typically, one or two short kick-off presentations (about 10 minutes
each) introduce the topic at the start of the event. These can be a research paper, program
project or position paper. A chaired work phase follows, in which all participants are actively
involved. The respective chairs are responsible for their group’s internal organization. As a rule,
this presentation takes about three hours and extends across two consecutive sessions of 90
minutes each.

Research Talk

The aim of a research talk is to present concluded empirical work as well as new theoretical
or methodological developments including the speaker’s own scientific position on the
topic. Speaking time is 15 minutes including discussion. Research talks have been clustered
thematically into topical sessions of 3 to 6 talks. In the following program these are named as
"Symposia*". One or two participants in each session will chair the session.

For the research talks, the start time of the respective talk will be shown before the title.

Position Papers

The purpose of a position paper is the comprehensive presentation of a scientific position on a
topic. Speaking time is 30 minutes with an additional 15 minutes for discussion.

When two position papers were allocated to the same session, we devised a short title in the
tabular schedule that alluded to both talks. However, these short titles consist of separate key
words, and the words are not meant to sensibly combine to a meaning covering both talks
jointly (e.g. “Birth and Refugees” means that there is one Position Paper on “Birth” and another
one on “Refugees”).

Panel Discussion

A paneldiscussion addresses problems that are controversial in terms of content, methodology,
scientific theory, or research organization (total duration 90 minutes). The discussion leader
and the participants agree on the structure and procedure of the panel discussion.

Pre-Conference-Workshops

Pre-Conference Workshops are on Sunday, September 15, 2024, before the congress starts.
Pre-Conference workshops are member organized events, free of any additional costs to you.
However, participation requires pre-registration. The events are sold out. Thus, if you have not
registered for the pre-conference workshops you are not eligible to participate. As with other
contributions to the congress, the organizers do not take responsibility for the content and the
timely delivery of the contributions.

Uncertainty at Work; Audimax

Uncertainty is a fundamental human experience and largely considered to be an aversive state
people try to avoid. In the talk, a model of uncertainty regulation will be introduced which
includes both reduction and creation of uncertainty as potentially desirable options. First
empirical work on the development of the concept of uncertainty mindset, that is the degree to
which individiuals perceive uncertainty as malleable or fixed and as a threat or an opportunity,
will be presented. Different work contexts within which uncertainty regulation is particularly
relevant, will be highlighted and pertinent research discussed, such as coordination in high risk
teams and development and use of emerging technologies.

Lisa Son

One Thing's Certain: Metacognition Evolved to Extend Uncertainty; HS 33

For decades now, the literature has supplied us with opportunities to conclude that effective
monitoring and control -- the key components of metacognition -- will lead to boosts in
performance. While I agree with this statement, | have also become certain that this emphasized
association between metacognition and performance has pushed learners (and educators)
to neglect the core of metacognition: That metacognition evolved to extend not certainty,
but uncertainty. By presenting several experiments, | will attempt to show that by shifting
our perspective from performance to the ongoing learning processes, we will benefit both
persistence, and, subsequently, long-term boosts. An intertwining theme will be impostorism,
where people's unwillingness to show their uncertainties may be the primary barrier to learning
atall.

Sabine Pahl

The 4 Ps: Plastic Pollution from Psychology to Policy; HS 50

Plastic pollution in the natural environment is entirely due to humans. Throughout the whole
life cycle of plastic, from production via consumption to disposal, it is human decisions and
behaviours that ultimately lead to plastic ending up in natural environments. Every sector,
every individual plays a role in the fate of plastic waste. For example, designers and producers
make decisions about materials, appearance and functionality; consumers make purchasing
decisions and dispose of items after use; policy makers decide on regulation and legal
frameworks. These processes can be documented and explained using theories and methods
from the social and behavioural sciences. More importantly, these insights can guide social
change processes systematically and help develop and evaluate effective communication and
behaviour change interventions. This presentation will summarise key elements of research
and policy work on plastic pollution over the last decade. The focus will be on risk perception,
policy support and behaviour change, exploring different psychological pathways and
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processes. The talk will draw on interdisciplinary and international work to highlight challenges
to such integrative and applied research. It will include research on macro- and microplastics
and a range of stakeholders, including farmers, plastics industry and young people. This will
be complemented by a brief discussion of the research-policy interface in the context of plastic
pollution, drawing on work with the EU Chief Scientific Advisors and UNEP in the context of the
UN plastics treaty currently under negotiation.

Thomas Teo

Racism in the History of Psychology and its Legacy; BIG

Racism has been well documented in the historiography of psychology. Only recently, the
historical legacy of racism in psychology has been acknowledged in the discipline. In 2021, the
American Psychological Association released an apology that recognized the role of psychology
in promoting, perpetuating, and failing to challenge racism and psychology's participation
in maintaining racial hierarchies, while identifying "white epistemologies" as sources of
problematization. Using examples from the past and present, the presentation identifies explicit
and implicit racist models and theorizing in the project of psychology. It is shown that equity,
diversity, and inclusion (EDI) never were central in psychology's practices. The consequences
of these omissions in epistemologies of neglect and ignorance are discussed. A discipline
based on EDI as an ontological, epistemological, and ethical project are outlined. However, it is
argued that calls for EDI are insufficient when they do not address real-existing academic power
differentials, including in international research, and that a true global psychology beyond
ethnocentrism needs to reflect on how dominant approaches may be embedded in ideas of
epistemic "supremacy." Difficulties in discussing topics of academic privilege are outlined, while
onto-epistemic changes that do not disadvantage or ignore groups of people, and research
practices that move beyond problematization and exclusion are presented. A history of the
present as a possible avenue against racism in psychology is suggested.

What Do We Know about Child Pornography Offending? An Overview of Recent Research;
Audimax

Risk assessment is a core element of effective correctional practice. For individuals with
contact sexual offenses, many risk assessment tools are available. For those with Child Sexual
Exploitation Material offending (CSEM; legally referred to in Canada and the United States as
child pornography), much fewer tools are available or, more precisely, much fewer validated
risk tools are available. Relatedly, there continued to be an influx of research on CSEM offending
with new findings reported almost every month. This presentation will review recent findings on
CSEM offending, with a focus on the similarities and differences of CSEM from typical, contact
sex offenders. Findings relevant for the assessment and treatment of individuals with CSEM
offences will be described.
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Stefanie I. Becker

A Relational Account of Attention and Eye Movements; HS 33

Attention allows usto selectinformation aboutrelevantobjects from cluttered visual scenes, and
helps us in many everyday tasks when we are searching for our keys or phone. Current models
of visual attention typically assume that we find objects by tuning attention to a specific feature
value of sought-after objects (e.g., a colour, shape or orientation). However, my own research
hasrevealed that attention is often tuned to the relative features of an object (e.g., redder / larger
/ darker; or the reddest / largest / darkest item). Thus, selection depends on the context: Both
the feature of the search target and the context determine how we tune attention to a target.
The corresponding Relational Account (Becker, 2010) can explain a multitude of effects visual
search (attention and eye movements), and affects the contents in Visual Short-Term Memory
(VSTM) and awareness. Collectively, our results suggest the need to modify existing accounts of
attention and VSTM to include context-sensitive processes and mechanisms.

Amy Orben

Screen Savers: Protecting Adolescent Mental Health in a Digital World; HS 50

In our rapidly evolving digital world, there is increasing concern about the impact of digital
technologies such as social media on the mental health of young people. Policymakers and the
public are nervous.Psychologists are facing mounting pressures to deliver evidence that can
inform policies and practices to safeguard both young people and society at large. However,
research progress is slow while technological change is accelerating. Dr Orben will reflect on
this, both as a question of psychological science and metascience, during her keynote address.
Digital companies have designed innovative and highly popular environments that differ in
important ways from the offline spaces humans have traditionally inhabited and interacted
with. By revisiting the foundations of our psychological discipline - such as development
and cognition - and considering how these digital changes to our environment impact pre-
existing theories and findings, we can gain deeper insights into how digitalisation might impact
important outcomes such as mental health. Dr Orben’s keynote will discuss this from multiple
methodological perspectives. On the one hand, developmental vulnerabilities that predispose
young people to mental health conditions can be exacerbated by digital environments. On the
other, digital designs can interact with cognitive and learning process, which can be formalised
through computational approaches such as reinforcement learning or Bayesian modelling.
However, we also need to face deeper questions about what it means to do science about new
technologies and the challenge of keeping pace with technological advancements. Dr Orben
will therefore also discuss the concept of ‘fast science’: an approach discussed in philosophy of
science where during crises scientists might lower their standards of evidence to come to
conclusions quicker. Might psychologists want to take this approach in the face of technological
change and looming concerns? Dr Orben will conclude her keynote discussing this and other
strategies for shaping 21st-century psychology to remain relevant in the era of digitalization.

The Person in Psychology: The Importance of Idiographics and Nomothetics; Audimax

Psychology is fundamentally a study of persons, including their thoughts, feelings, and
behaviors, as well as the contexts and social structures in which they are embedded. Yet, the
bulk of psychological research focuses on aggregated patterns across people, which obfuscates
the complex dynamics through which an individual life unfolds. In this talk, | highlight a re-
emerging psychology based in dynamic systems theory that emphasizes the individual and
uniqueness (i.e. idiographics) as well as the group and commonality (I .e. nomothetics). First, |
discuss ongoing work investigating a person as a dynamic system of shared and unique social,
cognitive, psychological, behavioral, and contextual factors that unfold over time. Second,
| link short-term dynamics with long-term change, demonstrating how to bridge idiographic
and nomothetic approaches. Third, I discuss the applied relevance of idiographic approaches
for behavioral targeting and intervention tailoring. | conclude by summarizing this work in the
broader context of psychology.

Vera Aradjo Soares

Our Health and the Health of our Planet: on the Paramount Need for Psychological
Science for the Future of Humanity; HS 31

The health of our planet will have an ever-present role on the health of our populations. Climate
change, ever more frequent heat waves and pollution levels are increasing morbidity and
mortality and bringing us eco-syndemics. In order to progress in reaching the United Nations
Sustainable Development Goal 3 (Good health and wellbeing), we will need to engage in
deploying interventions/measures that produce co-benefits for the health of the population
and that of our support system: our planet. In this talk the focus will be on the link between
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our health and the health of our planet. An analysis on how can evidence based predictors
of health behaviour change be generalisable to co-beneficial behaviours will be made based
on a study that interviewed behavioural experts. Results from a systematic review that aims
at understanding what interventions have been developed and tested to target co-beneficial
behaviours will be presented and critically appraised. Arguments on the need for a stepped
approach to intervention development, based on evidence, with user engagement and co-
design principles, will be made. Finally, the role of Health Care Professionals will be discussed.
Identified research gaps within the scientific realm of psychology will be detailed. At the end of
this presentation I will contend that increasing the dissemination of psychological knowledge
will be crucial to assure timely impact and support humanity in reaching SDGs, more precisely
SDG3 (clearly linked with many others).

Stefan J. Kiebel

Bayesian Insights Into Rapid Decision-Making: The Computational Principle of Context
Inference; HS 33

Itis remarkable that humans can make complex routine decisions with potentially far-reaching
consequences, in just a couple of hundred milliseconds. From machine learning, we know how
difficultitis to achieve the computation of flexible behaviour in such short time-ranges. How do
our brains generate these fast and yet flexible decisions? One way of addressing this question
is to build a computational model of the underlying processes. In our approach, we make the
key assumption that context inference is required to compute context-specific behaviour. We
implemented this assumption within the active inference framework and derived a Bayesian
contextual control model. Employing this model, we successfully replicated canonical
experimental resultsin habit learning, goal-directed control, and cognitive control. Furthermore,
this model explains seemingly counter-intuitive findings in motor control learning. Collectively,
these results point at a fundamental computational principle, context inference, that explains
how humans achieve both speed and flexibility in everyday decision making.

Social Dynamics of Emotions in Sport - Current Developments and Future Innovations;
BIG

Competitive athletes experience a range of emotions related to their sport experiences, which
occur within rich social contexts in the sport environment. Over the past decade in the field
of sport psychology, researchers have increasingly emphasized the interpersonal and social
processes that influence emotions, emotion regulation, stress, and coping among athletes and
members of their social environments. In this talk, | will present research from my lab examining
the emotional experiences within teams and groups in sport, processes of interpersonal
emotion regulation between athletes, teammates, and coaches, as well as coping and emotion
socialization between parents and youth sport athletes. The results of this research show how
athletes' emotions and emotion regulation are influenced by others, and point toward the
importance of these interpersonal emotional experiences for athletes' performance success,
well-being and enjoyment, teammate relationships, and psychosocial development. Current
trends and advances will be discussed, as well as future innovations in the study of emotions
in sport.
