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2. Gentle force is a determinant leadership principle that is able to find and keep a balance between
aggressive self-extension and passive retreat. Balanced appearance creates harmony within the
leadership model.

3. The indispensable requisites of training the inner warrior are: making him conscious of his own
limitations, analyzing the situation and mapping inner and external boundaries.

HISTORY OF RUSSIAN AND SOVIET PSYCHOLOGY: THE FIRST RESULTS OF
